Dear Elizabeth Public Schools Learning Community,

The top priority of Elizabeth Public Schools continues to be the health and well-being of our students and team members. As
part of our delivery of home instruction, and in accordance with state regulations, the district has been providing a grab and go
breakfast and lunch program on Monday through Friday at select locations to those who are eligible.

As you may be aware, over the weekend, the State of New Jersey issued a stay-at-home order to residents in an effort to
maintain social distancing as we face the challenges presented by COVID-19. Elizabeth Public Schools, in recognizing its own
responsibility to promote social distancing and limit person-to-person interaction, will be making changes after Tuesday,
March 24 to its grab and go meals program.

Beginning on Wednesday, March 25, the Elizabeth Public Schools Grab and Go program will be offered only on Mondays
and Wednesdays during this time of school closure. Eligible recipients will be able to pick up a 3-day supply of breakfast and
lunch for each of their children currently enrolled in school. You may pick up a breakfast and lunch package for your child from
9:30 a.m. to 11:30 a.m. Please be advised that packages are subject to availability. The pickup locations remain as follows:

e School 1 & 9 — For all PreK-12 students that live in the school 1 and 9 zone.

e School 28 — For all PreK-12 students that live in the school 28 and 25 zone.

e School 52 — For all PreK-12 students that live in the school 20 and 13 zone.

e School 22 — For all PreK-12 students that live in the school 5 zone.

e School 29 — For all PreK-12 students that live in the school 16,18,21 and 12 zone.
e School 23 — For all PreK-12 students that live in the school 23 and 27 zone.

e School 51 — For all PreK-12 students that live in the school 2, and 6 zone.

e School 26 — For all PreK-12 students that live in the school 19,14 and 4 zone.

e School 25 - For all PreK-12 students that live in the school 3,15 zone.
